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Have you noticed the geese flying south the last several weeks?  I’m reminded of the lessons we can learn from 

them.  They fly in a V formation because as each bird flaps its wings, it creates an uplift for the bird immediately 

following.  By flying in a V formation, the whole flock adds at least 71% greater flying range than if each bird 

flew on its own.  Christians who share a common direction and a sense of community can get where they are 

going quicker and easier because they are traveling on the thrust and uplift of one another. 

 

Whenever a goose falls out of formation, it suddenly feels the drag and resistance of trying to go it alone, and 

quickly gets back into formation to take advantage of the lifting power of the bird immediately in front.  If we 

have as much sense as a goose, we will stay in formation with those who are headed the same way we are 

going.  When the lead goose gets tired, he rotates back in the wing and another goose flies point.  It pays to 

take turns doing hard jobs with people at church as with geese flying south.  The geese honk from behind to 

encourage those up front to keep up their speed.  What are we saying when we honk from behind? 

 

Finally, when a goose gets sick or is wounded by gunshot and falls out, two geese fall out of formation and 

follow him down to help and protect him.  They stay with the injured goose until he is able to fly, or until he is 

dead; then they launch out on their own or with another formation to catch up with their original group.  

There’s a lot the church can learn from geese! 

 

Geese flying south also remind us of the approaching Thanksgiving holiday.  When you come to worship with 

us at 10 a.m. on Thanksgiving morning, remember to be thankful for this church, Peace Lutheran, and the 

people here who “fly” together, stay together, share the workload of ministry, encourage each other with our 

“honking”, and take care of one another even to the end.  Christ’s Church on earth is by no means a perfect 

institution; we’re all sinners trying to help other sinners.   

 

But included in our thankfulness is our thanksgiving for the foundation and cornerstone of the church, Jesus 

Christ, and the gifts of the Holy Spirit to nurture and sustain the church for ministry.  Our congregation knows 

the Lord and that we are “living stones” built together for his purposes. And we use the gifts we’ve been given 

to accomplish the mission He’s given us.  Something geese cannot do, but we as Christ’s church can, is to show 

our thanks for all God’s blessings by the lives we live with the church and in the world.  By instinct geese do 

what God created them to do.  By the grace of God Christians do what God created us to do!

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PLC Council Meeting Presidentõs Report 
Among the subjects discussed at the October 11 2016, Peace Lutheran Church council meeting was the fourth 

quarter benevolence distribution. A $700 benevolence contribution was approved for disbursement to the 

Coeur d’Alene Food Bank. A $250 contribution was granted by Thrivent for use towards a worthy outreach 

opportunity.  It was decided that this contribution will be used to help to prepare Christmas shoeboxes. The 

need for postage for the shoeboxes (approximately $7 per box will be needed) was also discussed. The Thrivent 

funds may be used in preparing the boxes but not for postage and postage funds will be needed soon. On the 

subject of finance, Kit Carey noted that the Good Samaritan fund balance is dwindling and is in need of 

replenishing.  A $216 fund balance was reported. This fund is discretionary and portions are distributed by PLC 

to help people in need. It was suggested that a portion of the funds from the upcoming Bazaar may be used to 

replenish the fund.  In the way of helping to support some of our very own, Pastor Wandrey announced that a 

generous total of $2,020 has been raised to date to assist PLC member Jessica Foushee with continuing 

medical expenses for treatment for Lyme disease.  Pastor also announced upcoming visits to PLC from the 

Lutheran Academy of the Master students for a musical performance, and from a local chapter of Gideons 

International.  Pastor Wandrey also announced that a new member, Peg Schloegel, has joined our Little Church 

on the Prairie. Peg’s new membership was roundly and warmly welcomed by the Council. Pastor Gail 

announced seven students are presently in her confirmation class. Pastor Gail also submitted ideas for an 

Applebee’s fundraiser in the future, and noted that the new cross memorial on PLC’s front lawn received over 

600 “LIKES” on PLC’s Facebook page. A Whassup at Peace meeting is scheduled for October 30. Finally, Rick 

Straub announced that construction of the storage building is expected to begin in early November.

Dear Peace Lutheran Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  

Our LCMC Annual Gathering was held on October 2-5, in Denver, Colorado. 

Margaret Nagel and I were your delegates. October 2nd was simply a welcoming 

dinner and evening service. The Gathering began with a wonderful opening song powerfully sung by 837 LCMC 

congregational members present. It was very moving! We proceeded to a Bible Study of Acts 2 42-47: Today – 

Day-by-Day Ministry. The Opening Welcome presented the Gathering theme of "Back to the Future." We were 

introduced to the staff and to our new LCMC Logo, which stands for "The Blood of Christ chasing the devil 

across the World." Our LCMC Mission Statement was discussed to "Strengthen the churches we have and plant 

the ones we don't." 

Our Monday keynote speaker, Ed Stetzer, was introduced. He shared these key points for our consideration.     

The commissions of Jesus and engaging all God’s people using John 20:21: "We are sent." John 14:26: Missions 

get uncomfortable for a cause. All God’s people are sent in mission for Jesus. Jesus' Mission is a mission of 

sent-ness. Matthew 28: 18-20: To all different kinds of people "GO" to all Nations. Most church members 

choose our traditions over changing the future. Our church is on the great commission highway – through 

grace and faith – don't let our church become a cul-de-sac.  Luke 24:46-48: With a message to be on a mission 

and don't forget why you came. We talked about the Bible at our church; how we don't talk to our neighbors 

about the Bible. Act 1:6-8: Empowered by the Spirit, "Make Jesus’ last word our priority"  

1 Peter 4:10-11:  Engaging all Gods people. Get involved in missions!  

The idea of how we wrongly have our church set-up like a theater, with the most important thing happening in 

the front of the church, when the most important thing should be what’s happening in the seats facing the 

front of the church. Ephesians 4:11-13: To bring God glory, and start moving our church in Mission. We then 

covered some LCMC statistics – 744 Congregations USA, 189 Congregations in 16 other nations for a total of 

933! 63 new churches have begun in the last six months!!   

We had three workshops. Margaret and I attended separate workshops so we would have more information to 

bring back to our church. Tuesday keynote speaker was Mark Granquist from Luther Seminary and he spoke on 

"Uses and Misuses of History." We received a great history lesson including the formation of LCMC. We also 

had a great presentation from Dan Cites, Coordinator for Church Planting. My Breakout Sessions were:  

1. Lutheran Men: I volunteered to be a "Key Man" contact person 

2. Raising the Next Generation of Pastoral Leaders: Teach our children well. Intentional Pastors/Church 

Leaders.   

3. Sacred Worship in a Plugged-In World: On Wed morning, we concentrated on how other churches are 

succeeding. Growing in Faith can be more important for our congregation than growing in numbers.

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Two people. In two different offices. Never discuss what they’re writing for the newsletter. It’s revealed during 

publish time today. I wasn’t going forward with my “geese” article since Pastor Wandrey did such a great job 

with his lead article. But folks, this is the Holy Spirit working in this place, so here goes: 

 

There must have been 100 of them… 

A unique thing happened at the church the other day. While I was 

whacking away on my computer keyboard, I began to faintly hear a 

bunch of noise outside, like folks laughing and having a lively 

conversation in the parking lot. But the noise kept growing louder, 

and I could finally discern it wasn’t people, but geese!  

As you know, we are blessed with Canadian geese that migrate 

south to our area during the winter. We have abundant amenities 

here perfect for attracting them like good, clean water and fields just 

ripe for the gleaning. One such field is across the street from the 

church, full of wheat, and quite the tasty treat for the big honkers. 

So, back to the story…I had to get up from my desk and investigate. At this point I could barely believe the 

noise level. I was thinking, boy, there must be a lot of them. Curiosity got the better of me and I walked outside 

where the chatter overwhelmed me! I nearly had to cover my ears!! To get a good look, I walked out from 

under the portico, and my eyes could barely believe it – there must have been a hundred of them up there 

flying in formation heading right toward us! Right about when they reached the north property line, Greg, 

Orville, and Dan, the trinity flying in the lead position, honked back to the rest of the group, “We’re changing 

course boys and girls, follow us!” and a complete round about was in progress.  

The huge arcing circle came about over the top of my head, and I could actually hear wing feathers rustling 

and flapping wildly for the group to stay together and protected in the big V. I tell ya, most of the time God 

has to slap me on the back of the head to get my attention, but the symbolism of this natural event wasn’t lost, 

not even on me. People have used nature to relate to God for thousands of years. There are parables a-plenty, 

and many great things happened to Biblical people while meeting God in natural surroundings. When the three 

lead geese began the abrupt turn (and there were distinctly three, not just the one), the rest were wise enough 

to follow suit. G-O-D always knows the correct direction! 

Geese are like people in many ways. They fly in the V-formation as it uplifts the group against resistance. If one 

drops out, it soon learns it has to work much harder to expend effort and energy, therefore it recognizes the 

value of teamwork. Leadership rotates, which gives each bird an opportunity to serve as guide. Geese honk a 

lot – a great communication tool to make sure they’re heading in the right direction. Lastly, they help one 

another. When one has to fall out because of injury, sickness or even death, two will stay with the weakened 

goose, caring for its well-being. In retrospect, this all sounds a lot like our Christian community to me!  

When people follow God, work together harmoniously, sharing common values and a common destination, 

they all arrive at the destination quicker and easier, because they are lifted up by the energy and enthusiasm of 

one another. We do that a lot here at Peace Lutheran, and as a matter of fact, that’s pretty much our story. God 

changed our direction, and created this church we call home. He equipped us with leaders, caregivers, teachers, 

servants, and folks with big hearts. He has given us all that we need to go and make disciples. 

Here’s the thing – YOU are the disciple and servant! Important work has been going on in the background 

since September, that being, your Nominating Team has organized, made a list, and is checking it twice! We 

have prayed and discerned together for potential leaders of our congregation, and don’t want to miss any God 

sent opportunity.
