No elected officer shall be eligible to serve more than two consecutive terms in the same office, and having
served two consecutive terms shall not be eligible to be elected to the same office for two years.”).

It was recommended by council that we change this bylaw to read: “No officer shall hold more than one office
at a time. No elected officer, except the treasurershall be eligible to serve..” This will allow for the position of
treasurer to be held for more than two years by someone who is qualified and willing to do so.
