What’s the matter with the Holy Spirit?  

On Sunday, May 20, we will once again celebrate Pentecost, when God sent his Holy Spirit. That Spirit 

empowered Christ’s disciples and changed them from being fearful of the governing authorities and uncertain 

about Jesus and their faith in him, to being bold and confident, proclaiming Christ openly for all to hear against 

the orders of the Jewish leaders, and performing miracles that they never dreamed of doing before. If God’s 

Holy Spirit did that for them then, why doesn’t the Holy Spirit do that for us now? 

 

In a recent article, our LCMC Service Coordinator, Mark Vander Tuig, wrote, “There is no doubt about the power 

of the Word to transform lives, about the work and effect of the Holy Spirit, or about the power of the name of 

Jesus.” Wouldn’t you agree? So what’s the problem? We are not seeing the same effect in our world today as 

those first disciples saw on that first Pentecost, and the days and years following. So what’s wrong?   

 

Titus 3:5-8a says, “He saved us, not because of any works of righteousness that we had done, but according to 

his mercy, through the water of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit. This Spirit he poured out on us richly 

through Jesus Christ our Savior, so that, having been justified by his grace, we might become heirs according to 

the hope of eternal life. The saying is sure!” If we cannot deny the presence of the Holy Spirit in the Baptized, 

and we cannot deny the power of the Spirit, then more of the Spirit’s work and effects should be visible among 

us. 

 

Could it be that we’re just too cautious when it comes to God’s Holy Spirit? We like to be in control of things, 

at least as much as possible, and the Spirit just simply does not allow us to control Him! Jesus tells Nicodemus 

in John 3, “The wind blows where it chooses, and you hear the sound of it, but you do not know where it comes 

from or where it goes. So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” Just try to control the wind, especially at 

hurricane and tornado levels! God’s Holy Spirit is going to do what God wants! The best we can do is be 

available to cooperate, and not get in the way of the Spirit’s work. Is that the problem, that we hinder the 

Spirit? 

 

God has given us the Means of Grace through which the Holy Spirit makes us believers and empowers us with 

his gifts for ministry. There’s nothing wrong with that! Vander Tuig concludes his article, “The disciples 

experienced enormous change after the death and resurrection of Jesus. This new future came with a promise 

that Jesus would be with them, the Holy Spirit would be given to all and God would lead, guide and direct. We 

have the same promise. No matter what the future brings, it is in the hands of Almighty God, and this is 

enough for us to face with confidence the days to come!” 

 

With courage and confidence, pray that the Holy Spirit works through you. Romans 8 tells us the Holy Spirit will 

even pray for you! Put yourself in the hands of God’s Spirit! We have nothing to lose, and God has the world to 

gain!

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Our Delegates in Action! 
On April 5, Ken and I had the opportunity to attend the annual membership meeting of the Village at Orchard 

Ridge (formerly CDA Homes) with Pastor Wandrey. We were very glad we went. Ken and I learned a lot about 

Orchard Ridge, what they do and whom they serve, and about their plans for growth in the future. Orchard 

Ridge consists of two care centers at this time.   

The Grove, which is 154 HUD-subsidized one bedroom apartments, are for independent living. The Gardens 

consist of 69 rooms for residents who need assisted living and memory care.  Orchard Ridge is supported by 22 

area churches (Peace Lutheran is one!), grant monies, memorial gifts, business sponsors and several annual 

fundraisers. There were also over 2,000 hours of volunteer time in 2017. Orchard Ridge has many volunteer 

opportunities for many giving hands. They also hold PEACE Workshops, and PLC held one last year,  which 

stands for Professionals Easing Aging Concerns thru Education. I attended the workshop and it was very 

informative and offered resources on what our aging families need to know, and what we need to know to help 

them. Call Orchard Ridge at 208-664-8119, to find out when their next FREE workshop will be held. 

 The best news was that they are planning to expand their services to our community!! In anticipation of a 

continued and consistent demand for elder housing and the aging of the large baby boomer population, a new 

building is planned. The new building will be offering studio, and 1 or 2-bedroom apartments where residents 

can live independently, but have assisted living services provided when necessary, allowing people to AGE-IN-

PLACE. This is a very important option.  There is a lot to know about how Orchard Ridge serves many, many 

people. Lynn has a resource notebook called “The Toolbox” in the church office that holds information about 

Orchard Ridge and many services available in our communities. Please stop by and look. Did you know that 

Orchard Ridge is 97 years old? WOW!! God has been at work there a very long time!
