For Congregational Notice & Consideration 

This recommended change by the council will be brought to the Annual Congregational Meeting, Jan 29, to be 
voted on by the congregation. Under our current Bylaws, in 2017 our current treasurer, Valerie Christiansen, 
would no longer be able to serve in that position (BL8.03. “No officer shall hold more than one office at a time. 
No elected officer shall be eligible to serve more than two consecutive terms in the same office, and having 
served two consecutive terms shall not be eligible to be elected to the same office for two years.”).  
It was recommended by council that we change this bylaw to read: “No officer shall hold  more than one office 
at a time. No elected officer, except the treasurer, shall be eligible  to serve...” This will allow for the position of 
treasurer to be held for more than two years by someone  who is qualified and willing to do so.

Day Three: January 5 
This is a day for Vision . Pray that the Holy Spirit will again move through the hearts and minds of leaders and 
pastors that God’s vision for His church might be revealed and fulfilled. This is a time of prayer for renewal, 
revival and encouragement. Pray for God’s vision. 

No matter how you structure this time of prayer, let’s come together as an association of congregations across 
the U.S. and around the world to pray! The church will never rise up until we first get down on our knees!

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A Typical Host Week at Peace Lutheran Church  
During the week there are over 50 volunteer opportunities. Volunteers come from PLC as the host church, our 
assisting church, Shepherd of the Hills, the Twin Lakes community, and other community FP volunteers.  
The First Sunday: The FP trailer arrives around 8 a.m. with cots and personal belongings, and remains for 
the week. Guest families arrive Sunday evening about 5:30. Their welcoming, transformed bedrooms and 
common area was set-up by many PLC volunteers after Sunday fellowship.  
Hosting Each Night of the Week: 
Families settle in, relax, and meet the Dinner Host volunteers. At 6 p.m. dinner is 
served buffet style. Everyone shares the meal together. Guests are responsible for 
their children and help with clean up, the dishwashing, and chores.  

Ø After dinner, the 7 p.m. Evening Host volunteers 
arrive to enjoy fellowship with guests. Hosts and their 
families may play games, help with homework, and watch videos or just talk. 
Guests need not participate, as they may choose their preference. 
Ø Parents may prepare the following day's sack lunches for their families. 
Ø Two volunteers arrive at 9 p.m. to spend the night in private host room. 

Ø Adults are in bed by 10 p.m. & children's bedtimes are set by their parents. 
During the Day (guests are not at PLC): 
Ø Wake up is around 6 a.m.  
Ø Continental Breakfast is set out for self-service during the week, typically cereal, bagels, muffins, fruit. 
Ø Guests depart at 7 a.m. either by the FP van or their own vehicles. 

Ø Guests go to the FP Day Center. From there, children will go to school or 
daycare and parents to their jobs.  
Ø If the parents do not have a job, they work with the case manager at the 
Day Center to seek employment, housing, daycare and other resources to help 
them regain their independence.  
Ø Guests arrive at PLC around 5:30 p.m. and the cycle repeats.  

Saturday: 
Ø The families can sleep in and enjoy an 8:15 a.m. hot breakfast. Then at 9 a.m. go do what families typically 

do on weekends – see friends and relatives, take children to activities, etc. or go to the Day Center. 
The Last Sunday: 
Ø Families are packed up, and the beds and personal belongings are loaded onto the trailer by 7:30 a.m. 
Ø Volunteers clean, vacuum, and set-up for Sunday School, Worship, and Fellowship finished by 8:15 a.m.   
Ø The guest families and the FP trailer moves onto the next Family Promise Host Congregation.

Dear Peace Family, 
“Know that the LORD Himself is God; it is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; we are His people and the 
sheep of His pasture” (Psalm 100:3) 
A couple months ago, Pastor Wandrey and I attended a Ministerial Association meeting here in Post Falls. 
There was a good group of pastors in attendance and there were a couple state legislators there to speak on 
an Idaho initiative prohibiting abortion. The executive director of Open Arms Pregnancy Center in Coeur 
d’Alene was there, as well as the director of Lifechoices in Sandpoint.  
This meeting was quite an eye opener. I saw pastors who were weeping for the fact that we have allowed this 
to happen in our country and that we, as the church, the body of Christ, have not stepped in to do anything to 
protect those who are unable to protect themselves. God was calling these pastors to repentance. And they 
were heartbroken…so was I.   
“For you formed my inward parts; you knitted me together in my mother's womb. I praise you, for I am fearfully 
and wonderfully made. Wonderful are your works; my soul knows it very well. My frame was not hidden from you, 
when I was being made in secret, intricately woven in the depths of the earth. Your eyes saw my unformed 
substance; in your book were written, every one of them, the days that were formed for me, when as yet there was 
none of them.” (Psalm 139:13-16) 
Since the Roe vs. Wade decision that was made 44 years ago, almost 60 million babies have been killed. 80,000 
of them in Idaho. Is that not just insane? Have we become so desensitized to these deaths that because the law 
says it is OK, we don’t have to listen to God? Or have we decided that this is a political issue, so we won’t talk 
about it at the risk of offending others.  What about offending God? What about the babies? What about our 
youth, our next generations, who accept this method of eliminating a pregnancy as a given? “The law says it’s 
OK, it must be!!” “It’s a woman’s right!” “It’s not a baby…it’s a fetus!” That is what they are hearing. Will they 
hear that here, at Peace Lutheran, because we don’t tell them different? 
I saw a post recently on Facebook that accompanied an article about all the good things that Planned 
Parenthood does, and I’m not arguing that. But it said that the government should continue to fund it because 
none of those government funds are used for abortions. Does that make any sense at all? If I have government 
funds in one pocket and your funds in the other, and I pay doc tors and clinics to perform abortions…does it 
matter which pocket it came out of? Does it matter if only 3% of Planned Parenthood funds are used for 
abortions? Let me see...does that calculate out to be few enough babies to not matter? What about this 
idea…JUST STOP KILLING BABIES!! 
Ever since I attended that Ministerial Meeting God has been planting His scriptures about this topic right in my 
path!! Day after day! I have no choice but to share His Word.   
“Thus says the Lord, your Redeemer, and the One who formed you from the womb, “I the LORD, am the maker 
of all things…” (Is 44:24) 
“Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, before you were born I set you apart; I appointed you as a 
prophet to the nations” (Jeremiah 1:5)   
“But when He who had set me apart before I was born, and had called me through His grace…”  (Galatians 3)    
John the Baptist was blessed in the womb. Paul, Jeremiah, Isaiah, David…. Formed, set apart, chosen, and loved 
by God in the womb…even before the womb. You were planned!    (Continued next page) 
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Ephesians 1:3-4 tells us that we were all chosen before the foundation of the world to become, in Christ, His 
holy and blameless children… 
WHO DO WE THINK WE ARE?   

PRAISE GOD, THERE IS FORGIVENESS: “In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of 
our trespasses, according to the riches of His grace…”  (Ephesians 1:7) 
Please, let’s have conversation about this and what we can do to repent and turn our nation away from this evil.

Dear Peace Family, 

In bible study the other week, we read in Proverbs 19:21, “Many are the plans in a man’s heart, but it is the 
Lord’s purpose that prevails.” It brought out a lively conversation! However, I have to confess, almost every 
word from God brings lively conversation and laughter in this group! This particular scripture made us think 
about how God uses us in small and large ways to accomplish His purpose…no matter what our plans are! 

I have been reading a book called “Miracles” by Eric Metaxas. It was a Christmas gift. One of the chapters is 
about Joni Eareckson Tada. She was the young lady who fractured her back in a diving accident in 1967, and 
became an instant quadriplegic. She was just 17 years old.   

The question is asked: How can we see God’s purpose in something as tragic as this? The author suggests that 
while we ponder that larger question, we look at something more. In the moment that Joni’s vertebrae 
fractured, she was underwater, completely unable to move her arms or legs. She was unable to push herself up 
from the bottom and would have drowned in a minute or two. But just seconds after she dove in and was 
paralyzed, a crab bit her sister’s toe. Joni says that if that hadn’t happened, her sister wouldn’t have turned 
around to tell her to watch out for the biting crabs; and if Joni hadn’t bleached her hair th e night before, her 
sister wouldn’t have seen her under the water. Joni likely would have died.   

Isn’t it amazing to think of God using bleached hair and a crab to accomplish His purpose? He knew that Joni 
would go on to reach thousands of people in her ministry of bringing Christ to those who suffer and struggle 
with all kinds of disabilities. GOD’S PURPOSE! And, for close to 50 years, still paralyzed, she continues to do His 
Will. 

I would ask you to ponder God’s purposes in your life. I bet that they are pretty close to the same as 
Joni’s…reaching out to those whose needs have been brought to your attention. That is what God does…He 
calls us to ministry! And He will often use the strangest ways to do it! What kind of “bite on the toe” h as turned 
your life into a ministry? It could be a person, a lamb, a bumper sticker, a doorknob flyer, a tragedy or a 
celebration…who knows what the One who died for us will use to turn us around. 

Perhaps, the Resurrection! 

I ask you this: Would anything less have 
gotten our attention?

We still believe God has called this team to reach the hurting in Uganda, 
we just picked the wrong dates that God wants us there. We believe the delay will provide opportunities to 
enhance the trip even more and are excited to watch this unfold!  
On a side note I had received a call from a couple in Great Falls, MT, who were vacationing at Stoneridge. They 
were searching for a Lutheran church to worship at on Good Friday and Easter and found Peace Lutheran. On 
our website, they noticed the Uganda Mission, and it is something they have wanted to do for a long ti me. We 
are meeting with them to discuss details – our God is always two steps ahead of us!

Dear Peace Lutheran Family of God: 
For us at Peace Lutheran, June is the month of weddings, graduations, confirmations, and Lutherhaven camp.

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LCMC NW District Gathering Report 
The NW District LCMC Gathering at Whitefish, MT, was two days of spiritually uplifting music, worship, and 
speakers. The gathering began, for me, attending the Pastor’s bible study and fellowship led by Pr. Steve Lien, 
LCMC Coordinator for Pastoral Ministry. The theme of the gathering was based on Eph. 3:14-21, “Rooted and 
Grounded in Christ’s Love.” Pr. Lien used several passages from scripture to explain the breadth, length, depth, 
and height of God’s love, and how He makes His love known to us. He spoke about the relationship of our 
outer being verses our inner being, noting that it is God who is at the center of our being; and it is God who 
integrates our soul, mind, and body. Humans were not made for themselves, but for their neighbor. Self has no 
place in the Kingdom of God, where, since baptism, we now reside. 
 
We had two excellent keynote speakers. They both continued their presentations during the breakout sessions. 
The Rev. Dr. Sean Kelly, chairperson, LCMC Board of Trustees, spoke on “Dual Threat Churches.” We are rooted 
in the love of Christ. It is not where we come from, but who we come from. We are a dual threat to the enemy.  
That dual threat is love and power that we have in Christ. We need to be a threat to the world and the 
dominion of darkness. Jesus invaded the Kingdom of the Earth and now we bear the message of Jesus by the 
power of love, which is the Holy Spirit in us. It is the Holy Spirit that breathes life into us. Life with the Holy 
Spirit brings passion to our conversations with our neighbor. Tell people your story and listen to theirs, and a 
relationship will develop. People respond to loving relationships. They will see Jesus in us. That is being in 
mission for Christ. 
 
The other keynote speaker was Pastor Dan Clites, LCMC Coordinator for Church Planting Development. His 
address was entitled, “Climate Change: How you can be an agent to change the world!” Pastor Clites talked 
about spiritual “climate change.” We are not to sit and wait, but to go. Christians are sent to make disciples.  
Mission is to “go and get ‘em.” We are missionaries as defined by Christ. How do we “go and get ‘em?” We 
develop a relationship with someone. We share our life stories. That’s all it takes to begin developing a 
relationship. After all, people don’t want religion, but they do want a relationship. Our focus should not be to 
add numbers to our congregation. Our focus should be first on relationships. Develop a couple relationships 
and start a new church (Yes you can.  You have the authority from scripture to do so). Isn’t that what they did in 
the first century? Starting a small new church is a multiplicational missional mind set. It is what happened in the 
first century; it was the sacred within the secular. In the 21st century, it is the sacred verses the secular. It results 
in no growth in both church membership and in new congregations. This is what is called an additional 
missional mindset. Most churches are spiritual polluters. What must we do to change the spiritual climate? 
What kind of biblical climate is the Church to be? The first step is not to put boots on the ground. The first step 
is an air attack. We need to be carpet-bombing the world with prayer. 
 
The main item of business was to elect four people to the NM District Council. The music at gatherings is 
usually terrific and this year was no exception. The praise and worship team from the host congregation led our 
worship sessions. Evening Vespers was a worship of song performed by Doug Rawling (Google Doug Rawling 
for a sample). Thank you all for giving me the privilege to represent you at this gathering.

Incredible Slow Cooker Enchilada Quinoa Bake  
Ingredients: 

·  1 Tbsp canola oil 
·  1 ¼ cups chopped yellow onion (1 medium) 
·  1 ¼ cups chopped red pepper (1 medium) 
·  3 cloves garlic, minced 
·  1 ½ cups dry quinoa 
·  2 ¼ cups vegetable broth 
·  1 (14.5 oz) can tomatoes with green chilies, undrained 
·  1 (8 oz) can tomato sauce 
·  2 Tbsp chili powder 
·  1 ½ tsp ground cumin 
·  Salt and fresh ground pepper, to taste 
·  1 (14.5 oz) can black beans, drained and rinsed 
·  1 (14.5) can pinto beans, drained and rinsed 
·  1 ½ cups frozen corn 
·  1 ½ cups cheddar or Monterey Jack or Mexican blend cheese 
For optional serving: Add diced avocados, diced Roma tomatoes, chopped cilantro, lime wedges, chopped 
green onions  

Directions: 
·  Heat canola oil in a skillet over medium-high heat. Add onion and bell pepper, and sauté three minutes. 

Add garlic and sauté 30 seconds longer. Pour mixture into a slow cooker.  
·  Stir in quinoa, vegetable broth, canned tomatoes, tomato sauce, chili powder, cumin, and season with 

salt and pepper to taste. Cover and cook on HIGH heat about 2 hours 45 minutes – 3 hours 15 minutes 
(cook time can vary because all slow cookers cook a little differently so just keep an eye on it near the 
end to make sure it’s not getting soggy or edg es drying. 

·  Add corn, black beans and pinto beans and toss mixture. Even the top, then sprinkle with cheese. Cover 
and cook until heated through and cheese has melted; about 10-15 minutes longer. Serve warm with 
desired toppings. Yield: About 7-8 servings

The pastors present were asked to prioritize issues they 
wish to be discussed at the summit. They were also asked if their church would like to host a “P.E.A.C.E. of 
Mind” workshop in the fall of 2017 or spring of 2018. As you recall, we held ours on March 18, and it was well 
attended! 
Orchard Ridge has been in existence for 96 years and has always maintained a clear mission of providing 
charitable care for the elderly. It is a faith-based facility providing housing and care for nearly 300 residents in 
2016.  23% of the residents are private pay, and 77% receive charitable care or are HUD subsidized. This year 
Orchard Ridge received $116,000 of charitable giving and of this amount, $19,168 came from member 
churches like Peace Lutheran. Orchard Ridge is attempting to increase the number of member churches by 
offering "P.E.A.C.E of Mind" workshops and also providing knowledge of senior resources available (Toolboxes) 
in the area. 
The Orchard Ridge facility offers three tiers of care: The Garden for independent living, Grove One for assisted 
living care, and Grove Two for memory loss care. 
Please pray for Orchard Ridge and their residents. In my opinion, it is one of the best institutions for the elderly 
in the area.

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There I Stood 
So…we went on this awesome trip to Germany, and I’m still feeling 
uplifted by the whole encounter. Mostly, I’m thinking about my feet. 
You probably think that’s strange but here’s my thought. My feet 
touched where Martin Luther’s feet went. I also touched things he 
touched, and I saw things he saw in his time, now perfectly preserved 
through 500 years’ time. It was humbling, and I’m more than thankful 
for the experience. Standing in the small, austere room in Wartburg 
Castle where he translated the entire New Testament from Greek to 
German in 11 short weeks (1521-1522), allowed my imagination to run free as I envisioned Luther in his heavy 
monk’s robe to chase the castle chill, big, furry beard, and sitting in that hard, wooden chair bent over his work.  

 
Here’s a good quote from the spiritualtravels.info site “I found this 
room moving in part because it is a shrine to a writer  . Luther was a 
theologian and man of the church, yes, but he was also a powerful 
craftsman of words. We sometimes forget just how powerful words 
can be, but this little room reminds us that one person, working at a 
desk with a pen, can shake the foundations of the established world. 
One day you’re an outlaw fearing for your life. And five centuries 
later, people from around the world are coming to pay homage to 
you in the simple, rustic room in which you wrestled with words and 
ideas. Amazing, isn’t it?” 

 
When you look   on a map, Eisenach, 
where Luther lived at one point in his 
early years (Lutherhaus) and Wartburg 
Castle, are located smack-dab in the 
middle of Germany. And it made me 
think; shouldn’t the Gospel be the center 
of our lives as well? Did you know that 
Wartburg translates to watchtower in 
English and was declared a UNESCO World Heritage site in 1999? Did Martin 
stand up on that watchtower looking out across the land over 1,300 feet up 
wondering what affect his translated Bible would have on God’s people? Did he 
know what would bloom once all people could hold and read God’s Word in their 
hands?  

Martin Luther used these books, now preserved 
as part of his library, to accomplish what no one 
had ever dared do. He was exceedingly bold, 
hiding out in disguise as Junker Jörg (Knight 
George), proving what can happen when one 
person has an idea and devotes his life to 
it. Luther's Bible introduced mass media, unified 
a nation, and rocked the world – it still does!

Last September our congregation started several small groups that met on a weekly basis for Bible study, 
prayer, and an opportunity to develop new and strengthen old relationships with other members of Peace 
Lutheran. The groups of six to ten people committed to an eight-week agenda during September and October. 
The groups each had a host who opened their home for a place to meet. Each group also had a leader and was 
provided guidelines, opening prayers, Scripture verses and questions for discussion. The groups were invited to 
carry out one service project and continue meeting if they desired to do so after the initial eight-weeks. Most 
of the groups experienced some bonding and felt the group was beneficial. A primary goal of these groups was 
to strengthen relationships among the members of the church, and most who participated expressed their 
opinions that we were successful in achieving that goal. 

We are planning to reorganize and start new groups this fall. We learned a few things from last year that may 
help to improve the effectiveness of the groups this year. Last year people were assigned to groups in order to 
get a good mix. This year people are invited to form groups of their own. This will give everyone who wants to 
participate the opportunity to choose others to form new friendships and select some with whom they are 
already comfortable. We ask that for discussion purposes the groups be limited to no less than eight and no 
more than twelve.  Participants do not have to be members of Peace to be included. 

So the way this will work, is an individual or couple will ask some others to be in their group. It may be wise to 
have a place, day and time in mind so that people know if they are available. When a group is formed, let the 
church office know so that group can be posted in our fellowship hall; this will avoid people being asked to join 
a group when they are already in a group. The groups will also select their own leader and make decisions 
about when and where to meet. Each group may decide for themselves the material they want to use as a basis 
for their discussions, as long as their choice in some way is Christian content. Groups may choose books of the 
Bible, particular topics, a book study, or any number of ideas. If the groups want some guidance from one of 
the pastors, you only need to ask. The format used last year worked well for getting groups started, and is 
available for those who want to use it. 

So start inviting people with whom you want to share your faith and closer friendship, then let the groups 
begin! If you have any questions, please ask one of the pastors.

“Everyone who believes has God’s approval through faith in Jesus Christ.” Romans 3:22 

“We conclude that a person has God’s approval by faith, not by his own efforts.” Romans 3:28 

It is October 31, 1517. Can you hear the sound of the hammer? That’s the nails being driven into that 
heavy timbered door in Wittenberg. Do you suppose that church door reverberated with the same kind of 
sound that was heard when the nails were driven into the hands of our Lord?  The church door should have 
been like a gateway to a mighty fortress filled with the blessed teachings of God’s love and forgiveness…His 
Grace! The church should be those people who are called to spread comfort and healing. The church should be 
a place for those who are wounded and struggling. The church should be a place where you are welcome, safe 
and free. The church should be the place where the Word of God is spoken; in truths that tell of the wisdom of 
the law and the blessings of the Good News. THIS WAS NOT THE CHURCH OF MARTIN LUTHER’S DAY.   

Seven years earlier Martin Luther had been sent to Rome on an errand for his order. He was sent to the 
church!! What joy and excitement there must have been, even in the midst of all the hardships of the journey, 
as Martin traversed the 850 miles on foot. He walked over Swiss mountain ranges and valleys to Rome. It took 
months.  his was his dream…to see the home of his beloved church. This was the place where he apparently 
believed righteousness and faith would truly be exhibited. What a shock it must have been to enter thi s city 
where morals had deteriorated so drastically and God’s love did not appear to be displayed…at all. And the 
depravity was not only not being condemned by the church, but happening in it. Luther was shocked by the 
lack of morality and piety of the local clergy and by the luxurious lifestyle of Pope Leo X, a member of the 
Medici family. The papacy was at a low point in its history and others had been calling out for reform prior to 
Luther. 

CALLING OUT FOR REFORM: That was how it began! I wonder if Martin Luther didn’t have thoughts 
such as these: “If the mother church is ignorant of what is happening, it must be brought to her attention.” 
“God is not being listened to…His Word is being ignored. We must repent and turn away from the deadly 
direction that we are going!” “Surely the papacy will see what is really happening if I post my concerns right up 
on the church door…surely this will bring needed discussion!”  

What was the secret of Luther’s teachings that he and his beliefs have not died? The answer is, in a way, 
rather simple. Luther took God at His Word and fearlessly told the world so. At the same time, Luther refused 
to go beyond that Word. (Luther; Biography of a Reformer) 

People of Peace Lutheran Church, we must always be aware of the subtle teachings and deadly 
distractions that would draw us away from the inspired Word of God. This October 31st will mark the 500th 
anniversary of the day that Martin Luther posted those 95 theses on the church door.  2017 finds God’s Word 
still being compromised. But in this day and age, as compared to 500 years ago, there is no reason that anyone 
should be ignorant of what God’s Word says. Open your bible…any one of the many that you have in your 
house. Begin reading what God has written to you. Trust that every precious Word has a reason, a purpose…a 
blessing! Then stand on that Word. 

Here we stand, we can do no other, God help us!!

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Dwelling in the Lord 
2017-2018 Stewardship Emphasis 

 
“Lord, you have been our dwelling place in all generations. Before the 
mountains were brought forth, or ever you had formed the earth and the world, 
from everlasting to everlasting you are God.”(Psalm 90:1-2) 
 

Did you know there are currently more than 30 home improvement shows on television? In fact, there is an entire network 
dedicated to the subject. So many programs on the same topic clearly means that “do it yourself” is big business these 
days. But why are these shows so popular? There has to be something in them that appeals to more than our sense of 
entertainment. Perhaps it’s because they show us what our homes could be — if we had the resources. Many of us look at 
our houses and dream about what it would be like to have some of the amenities we see on these programs. Maybe it’s the 
education factor. We can learn a thing or two about fixing things and sprucing up our yards or kitchens to look like a 
magazine layout. But more than those things, perhaps the attraction to home improvement shows is the process of 
transformation. We can all appreciate the joy in taking a beat up, run down, fixer upper, and turning it into a charming 
abode. It is like an architectural Cinderella story. 
 
If we are willing to take a leap from thinking about our homes to thinking about our lives, we can make the comparison to 
what it is like to be transformed from downtrodden sinners to those who are renewed and alive in Christ. Like a 
dilapidated house in need of a new foundation, we understand ourselves to be in need of a Savior who can free us from sin 
and death and renovate us into his spiritual house. (1 Peter 2:5) From the beginning of time, the Lord who created 
everything that exists has provided his people with a place to call home. Whether it was in the garden, tabernacle, and 
temple— or now, within our very hearts — God has come to dwell with us and among us. 
 
As God’s stewards, we know that we have been called to be caretakers of his natural creation and all that God has 
entrusted to us. This includes the spiritual dwelling places in which we gather, those holy places we regard as our “church 
homes.” We recognize that an important and practical sense in which we practice Christian stewardship is in terms of 
physical things related to our congregations — the property, grounds, and utilities — the “bricks and mortar “of our 
church facilities. We also express our stewardship in financial matters, as we use good judgment in spending and seek to 
maintain a balanced budget over the course of the year. To carry out this stewardship, we may employ things like giving 
plans, pledge cards, and offering envelopes as helpful tools to remind us of all that God has given us. 
 
But in the midst of all these practical concerns and “business matters,” it is important that we do not lose sight of how 
God has formed us into a spiritual household as well. As his stewards, each of us has a relationship with Christ that needs 
to be tended to, like any other relationship we are a part of. And just as it is true in material things, it is also true in 
relational things: we can only give back to God what he has first given us . Things like kindness, love, and faith 
may not be tangible objects, but they, too, are “resources” with which we have been entrusted by God. The Lord has given 
us these gifts to share with others that we might all dwell with him as part of one spiritual household. 
 
So how do we begin to think about God as our dwelling place? How do we embrace the fact that Christ has brought us 
together and to dwell together? It begins by recognizing that all we have comes from our gracious Lord, who is the source 
of “every good and perfect gift” (James 1:17), and one of the greatest gifts we have is in each other. It is the Lord himself 
who is our true dwelling, the one in whom we experience comfort, peace, and security of home. If, indeed, we remember 
that the Lord is our home and dwelling place for all generations, perhaps we would see the pure joy in being stewards of 
that home. 
Unlike what we see portrayed in the fixer-uppers on TV, we Christians have nothing to improve when God is our abode. 
Instead of the house being transformed, it is we, the house’s inhabitants, who are transformed. Through prayer, worship, 
and time spent in his Word, God makes us into the people that he would have us be. This is why we are able to give him 
thanks and praise, by sharing his gifts with all the world!

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Dear Congregation, 
The Annual Gathering of the LCMC in Minneapolis, Oct. 8-11, 2017, was a mind-stretching, eye-opening, 
connection-making event and I thank you all so much for giving Molly and me the opportunity to attend. 
The LCMC is intentionally international. There are congregations in Australia, Belarus, Cambodia, Canada, Haiti, 
India, Japan, Kenya, Madagascar, Guam, and Puerto Rico. International guest speakers this year included Rev. 
Enrique Estrada (Mexico), Rev. Tom LoVan (Laos, Vietnam), Rev. Dr. Peri Rasolondraibe (Madagascar), and Pr. 
Siimon Haamer (Estonia). 
We learned that 80% of LCMC congregations are small – less than 200 attending members. Common problems 
include short-term pastors, lack of patience, conflicting visions, survival mindset, and low self-esteem. 
Advantages included long-term pastors, shared vision, thankfulness for God’s blessing and provision and trust 
in God’s timing. 
We were reminded to “be in the world, but not part of it,” to educate and pray for our church leaders, and 
judge doctrine based on “Christ alone.” 
Two especially powerful speakers were Rev. Julie Smith and Rev. Jo Kinnard. Rev. Julie Smith, pastor of St. 
John’s Lutheran Church and Dean of Students at St. Paul Lutheran Seminary, spoke on the “Priesthood of all 
Believers” emphasizing that the pastor is NOT called by God to do everything, and that all the baptized are 
equally accountable to the body of Christ.  Rev. Dr. Jo Kinnard was raised in India as a Hindu, and brought to 
Christ through the prayers of loving Christians when she realized that she didn’t have to earn her way to a 
“better” place after this life. She is pastor of Our Savior’s Lutheran Church in Inwood, IA, and adjunct professor 
teaching Theology and World Religions in the Master of Divinity program at the Institute of Lutheran Theology, 
Brookings, SD.

“Listen to God !” We say those words, but how do we do them? Sometimes we sort of hear Him and then 
distractions get in the way. Was it that way for Jesus mother? 

As we begin our Advent Season, we hear about a virgin named Mary. She was visited by an angel named 
Gabriel, sent from God, and she listened. God had a plan for her and it was a plan that would bring light into 
the entire world.  Crazy plan? Absolutely…to us it is!  God coming down into a womb…to enter this world as a 
baby?  It must have felt sort of strange to Mary as well! Why would God choose to become a part of our 
humanity by entering her, a virgin, a teenage girl? She would likely be ridiculed and shunned by some! She 
would come close to being abandoned by her fiancé. We ask ourselves, “How was she able to focus on what 
God was doing and turn away from the distractions?” She listened to God! 

I have a big basket of devotional books that follow me around. If I feel like sitting downstairs by the fireplace 
with my coffee in the AM, the basket is with me. Sometimes the basket is by the big chair in the front room and 
my heated cup holder is keeping my coffee hot as I read.  Some of the devotions are interesting, some of them 
cause me to sit and ponder, and some of them bring “aha” moments or what I like to call “epiphanies.”  But 
every one of them is God speaking to me…and I love to listen. No more newspapers, we quit taking them.  My 
mornings begin with peace now! 

It was in these peaceful moments that God began pointing out the areas of my life that I needed to give more 
time to...areas that needed to become my priority.  God first spoke softly, and my own thoughts got in the way.  
Not unlike what happens to each of us at one time or another. I would get busy… So He had to speak 
louder…and then I didn’t want to hear what He said.   

I am retiring as your Associate Pastor at the end of this year. I am not leaving Peace Lutheran Church. I plan to 
continue the Wednesday Morning Bible Study. However, I will be stepping back from all the other areas that 
have been a part of my call. 

I’ve argued with God about this, just like I argued with Him when He called me into seminary 5 ½ years ago.  
First I said I was too old. Now I’ve been saying that “I have so much left to give!” Both times He has reminded 
me that HE has a path for me and He wants me to LISTEN! And so I have been listening…and as I did,  the most 
incredible thing happened…a sense of things to come, here at Peace Lutheran, filled me with such a joy that I 
had to catch my breath. Every time I thought (with sorrow) about telling you that I was stepping bac k, this 
excitement about our church would bubble up in my chest and I would have to smile. It was then I knew I was 
really hearing God correctly. God has poured out blessings on Peace Lutheran Church. And He has just begun.  
Hang on…you can’t even imagine what His plans are for us. LISTEN TO HIM!  It is not about you…it is not about 
me…it is about Jesus Christ our Savior and what He came to do!!   

See, if we believe that God dwells in us…and He says that He does (and God doesn’t lie), then I am unable to 
question Him when He speaks. I can only obey! Oswald Chambers said, “When Jesus says, “Come,” I simply 
come; when He says, “Let go,” I let go; when He says, “Trust God in this matter,” I trust.
